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SECTIONS: SECTION HEADINGS SHOULD BE TIMES OR TIMES NEW ROMAN 10 POINT BOLD CAPITALS. 
Sub-Sections: Times or Times New Roman 10 point bold.
Main body: Times or Times New Roman, 9 points plain text, single space
. Paragraphs should be separated by a single blank line. There should be indentation at the beginning of the paragraph (just two spaces), in order to improve appearance and readability.
Do not include any headers, footers or page numbers. These will be inserted during the production process of the proceedings. Footnotes should be numeric, times or times new roman, 9 point plain text, justified and at the end of the current page (see bellow).
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Define A4 [21 x 29,7 cm]  portrait as page size and then put the following margins: 
· Left margin: 4 cm 
· Right margin: 4 cm 
· Top margin: 5,1 cm 

· Bottom margin: 5,1 cm.

This way the main body of your text will be 13 cm wide to 19,5 cm high [book size: 17x24 cm].

Bibliography should be indicated in the text with the last name of the first author and year of publication (e.g. Roth, 2001). References should be listed in alphabetical order and presented as shown in the examples at the end of this document.

Figures and tables should be inserted in the text as near as possible to the point from which they are first referenced (as illustrated by figure 1). Figures should not be located at the end of the paper. Figures and tables may occupy the width of the text area, depending on the size of the figure / table. All figures and tables should be centered horizontally relative to the text. 
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Figure 1: Figure captions  should be times or times new roman 9 points, centered. The figure reference should be bold italic.
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� Footnotes: at the bottom of each page, times or times new roman, 9 point plain text.
